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Assembly instructions
2. Slot fogether all three foot fromes ensuring the push pins have come through the holes. Fig 2.

3. Slot the side fromes in fo the feet fromes. Fig 3.

4. Slot the top frame section in to the top of the side frames ensuring the strops on the fop
section are not twisted. Fig 4.

5+6. Slot the toys in to the corresponding holes around the seat section. Figs 5 + 6.
7. The seat unit can rotate 360 degrees.Fig7.

8. To assemble the electronic fray, slot the toy tray into the corresponding recess and lock in
place by pushing the locking keys (located under the top frame section) upwards. Turn each key
a guarter turn. to secure the tray. You can connect an MP3 player to the musical tray to play your
own tunes. Fig 8.

Height adjustment

9. To change the height of the jumper, push the clip fowards the centre of the seat section until it
unlocks and lift out. Reposition the clip to desired height and pull away from the centre of the
seating section until it clicks in place. Ensure all four straps are ot the same height position.

Place your childin the seat. Check the distance between your baby’s feet and the floor. Your
child’s toes should touch the floor (without bouncing). If your child’s entire foot is touching the
floor or the toes are not touching the floor at all, adjust the height fo any of three positions
(one for the smallest child and three for the tallest child). Fig .

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General Care:

-The correct use and maintenance of this jumper is
essential.

-Ensure that both of the child’s feet reach the floor.
-Do not use excessive force when adjusting the
jumper.

- Always store the jumper in a dry place.

-Individual foys on the oy tray are not replaceable.
-Do not alfer the toy tray by adding toys or cutting
existing ones away, this could be dangerous.
-When the product is connected fo a music playe,
ensure that the volume of the music player is set to
alow value.

Cleaoning:

- The seat unit may be spot cleaned by using a
sponge with a mild soop and warm water solution.
Leave fo dry in a ventiloted area away from direct
sunlight. Do not dry clean, machine wash, bleach or
fumble dry.

-Metal parts may be cleaned with a domp cloth.
Always wipe dry.

-Clean plastic parts with a mild soop and warm
water solution.

- Avoid leaving the jumper in direct sunlight for
prolonged periods of time as this may cause
fabrics to fade.

Maintenance:

- Check that nothing is loose or broken and that no
sharp edges have been exposed. Replace any
damaoged parts immediotely.

-Routinely inspect all studs, nuts and screws for
fightness. Check the seat attachment points,
ensure they are secured.
